Please read below a circulated warning from a Youth
Engagement Officer based in Gloucestershire, regarding a
Whatsapp group that children are being asked to join.
Please check which groups your child is part of and get in
touch if you need any further support. 

 I wanted to make you aware of, yet another WhatsApp
group that is spreading like wildfire across the
Gloucestershire Schools – predominantly Secondary
schools. I am aware that it has affected several schools in
Tewkesbury, Cheltenham, Gloucester so far and probably
more.
 
The group name is simply two images: one image of a pair
of jeans and a set of footprints. The group is encouraging
school pupils to join, to break a world record for the number
of members. When you join the group, you must vote for or
tell the group members what school you attend. There have
been indecent images posted and shared of young
females on the group, which have been viewed by those
that are members. This has caused concern and distress
and has been reported by several parents and schools.
